Significant accounting policies

Shanghai Highly (Group) Co., Ltd. (“the Company”) is a company domiciled in Shanghai, the
People’s Republic of China (“PRC”). The consolidated financial statements of the Company
for the year ended 31 December 2004 comprise the Company and its subsidiaries (together
referred to as the “Group”) and the Group’s interest in associates.

Statement of compliance

These financial statements have been prepared in accordance with International
Financial Reporting Standards (“IFRS”) promulgated by the International Accounting
Standards Board (“IASB”). IFRS includes International Accounting Standards (“I1AS”)
and related interpretations.

The IASB has issued a number of new and revised IFRS and IAS (“new IFRSs”) which
are effective for accounting periods beginning on or after 1 January 2005. The Group
has not early adopted these new IFRSs in the financial statements for the year ended 31
December 2004. The Group has commenced an assessment of the impact of these new
IFRSs but is not yet in a position to state whether these new IFRSs would have a
significant impact on its results of operations and financial position.

A summary of the significant accounting policies adopted by the Group is set out
below.

Basis of preparation

The consolidated financial statements have been prepared under the going concern
concept on the basis that (i) the Group will be able to generate sufficient working
capital and cash from its operations, and (ii) the directors are of the opinion that the
Group will continue to obtain support from its bankers and, upon request of the Group,
the bank loans due in 2005 can be successfully renewed. The directors believe that if
necessary, additional facilities can also be provided by the bankers for the foreseeable
future to enable the Group to meet its day-to-day commitments as and when they fall
due.

The consolidated financial statements are presented in Renminbi, rounded to the nearest
thousand. They are prepared on the historical cost basis.

The accounting policies set out below have been consistently applied by the Group and
are consistent with those used in the previous year.

The preparation of financial statements in accordance with IFRS requires management
to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and
liabilities, and disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the financial
statements and reported amounts of revenues and expenses during the year. Actual
results could differ from those estimates.

Basis of consolidation
(i)  Subsidiaries

Subsidiaries are those entities controlled by the Company. Control exists when
the Company has the power, directly or indirectly, to govern the financial and
operating policies of an entity so as to obtain benefits from its activities. In
assessing control, potential voting rights that presently are exercisable or
convertible are taken into account. The financial statements of subsidiaries are
included in the consolidated financial statements from the date that control
commences until the date that control ceases.

(i)  Associates

Associates are those entities in which the Group has significant influence, but not
control, over the financial and operating policies. The consolidated financial
statements include the Group’s share of the total recognised gains and losses of
associates on an equity accounted basis, from the date that significant influence
commences until the date that significant influence ceases. When the Group’s
share of losses exceeds the carrying amount of the associate, the carrying amount
is reduced to nil and recognition of further losses is discontinued except to the
extent that the Group has incurred obligations in respect of the associates.

(iii) Transactions eliminated on consolidation

Intra-group balances and transactions, and any unrealised gains arising from intra-
group transactions, are eliminated in preparing the consolidated financial
statements.  Unrealised gains arising from transactions with associates are
eliminated, to the extent of the Group’s interest in the entity, against the
investment in the associates. Unrealised losses are eliminated in the same way as
unrealised gains, but only to the extent that there is no evidence of impairment.

Foreign currency transactions

Transactions in foreign currencies are translated to Renminbi at the foreign exchange
rate ruling at the date of transactions. Monetary assets and liabilities denominated in
foreign currencies at the balance sheet date are translated to Renminbi at the foreign
exchange rates ruling at that date. Foreign exchange differences arising on translation
are recognised in the income statement. Non-monetary assets and liabilities that are
measured in terms of historical cost in a foreign currency are translated to Renminbi
using the exchange rate at the date of the transaction. Non-monetary assets and
liabilities denominated in foreign currencies that are stated at fair value are translated to
Renminbi at the foreign exchange rate ruling at the dates the values were determined.

The Group recognizes in the carrying amount of an item of property, plant and
equipment the cost of replacing part of such an item when that cost is incurred if it
is probable that the future economic benefits embodied with the item will flow to
the Group and the cost of the item can be measured reliably. All other costs are
recognised in the income statement as an expense as incurred.

Construction in progress represents buildings, various plant and equipment under
construction and pending installation, and is stated at cost less impairment losses
(refer to accounting policy I). Cost comprises direct costs of construction incurred
and borrowing costs capitalized (refer to accounting policy t(ii)) during the period
of construction and installation. Construction in progress is transferred to
property, plant and equipment when the asset is substantially ready for its
intended use, at which time it commences to be depreciated in accordance with
the Group’s policy.

Goodwill

Goodwill arising on an acquisition represents the excess of the cost of the
acquisition over the fair value of the net identifiable assets acquired. Goodwill is
stated at cost less accumulated amortization, which is based on a straight-line
basis over 10 years, and impairment losses (refer to accounting policy ).

Negative goodwill

Negative goodwill arising on an acquisition represents the excess of the net fair
value of the identifiable assets, liabilities and contingent liabilities acquired over
the cost of acquisition.

To the extent that negative goodwill relates to an expectation of further losses and
expenses that are identified in the plan of acquisition and can be measured
reliably, but which have not yet been recognised, it is recognised in the
consolidated income statement when the future losses and expenses are
recognised. Any remaining negative goodwill, but not exceeding the fair values of
the non-monetary assets acquired, is recognised in the consolidated income
statement on a straight-line basis over 10 years.

Certain of the Company’s subsidiaries are established as sino-foreign joint venture
companies. According to the respective Articles of Association, these subsidiaries are
required to transfer 10% of their profit after taxation, as determined under PRC
accounting regulations, to the reserve fund until the balance of the reserve fund is equal
to 50% of their registered capital. Moreover, these subsidiaries are required to transfer
a certain percentage of their profits after taxation, as determined under PRC accounting
regulations, to the enterprise expansion fund. During the year, appropriations were
made by these subsidiaries to the reserve fund and the enterprise expansion fund each at
10% of their profits after taxation determined under PRC accounting regulations.

The reserve fund can be used to make good previous years’ losses and to increase the
paid-in capital of these subsidiaries while the enterprise expansion fund can be used to
increase the paid-in capital of these subsidiaries and to acquire fixed assets.
