CORPORATE INFORMATION

The Company was incorporated on 28 April 1992 in the People’ s Republic of
China (* PRC” ) as part of a restructuring exercise of its predecessor, Shanghai
China Pencil Factory which was under the supervision of the Shanghai Light
Industry Bureau. The Company was formed as a joint stock limited company and
received approval to issue A and B shares on the Shanghai Stock Exchange.
The Company’ s A and B shares were listed on the Shanghai Stock Exchange on
14 August 1992 and 28 July 1992 respectively.

The registered office of the Company is located at No. 1295, Chuan Qiao Road,
Jingiao Export Processing Zone, Pu Dong, Shanghai, PRC.

The Company’ s major shareholder is Shanghai Light Industry (Holding) Company
(“ SLI” ) which is responsible for the operation and management of state-owned
assets authorized by Shanghai Municipal State-owned Assets Administration,
industrial investment and domestic trade.

The principal activities of the Company are the manufacturing and distribution
of pencils, related stationeries, cosmetic pencils and pencil spare parts.
The Company’ s principal subsidiaries and principal associates are shown in
Note 24 and 14 respectively. All the operating assets of the Company and its
subsidiaries (“ the Group” ) are located in the PRC.

ADOPTION OF INTERNATIONAL FINANCIAL REPORTING STANDARDS

PRINCIPAL ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The financial statements of the Group have been prepared in accordance with
International Financial Reporting Standards(IFRS). The Group also prepares
a set of financial statements, which comply with PRC accounting regulations.
A reconciliation of the Group’ s results and shareholders’ equity under IPRS
and PRC accounting regulations is presented in Note 32.

(a) Basis of consolidation
The consolidated financial statements incorporate the financial
statements of the Company and enterprises controlled by the Company

(its subsidiaries) made up to 31 December each year. Control is
achieved where the Company has the power to govern the financial and

Construction in progress represents factory buildings, plant and
machinery and other assets under construction and is stated at cost.
Cost comprises direct costs of construction as well as interest charges
incurred during the period of construction, installation and testing
and certain exchange differences on any related borrowed funds.
Capitalisation of interest charges ceases when substantially all the
activities necessary to prepare the asset for its intended use are
complete. Construction in progress is transferred to property, plant
and equipment when it is completed and ready for its intended use,
notwithstanding any delays in the issue of the relevant commissioning
certificates by the appropriate PRC authorities.

No depreciation is provided on construction in progress until the asset
is completed and is ready for its intended use.

Associates

An associate is an enterprise over which the Group is in a position
to exercise significant influence through participation in the financial
and operating policy decisions of the investee.

Investments in associates are accounted for in the consolidated
financial statements under the equity method of accounting whereby the
investment is initially recorded at cost and adjusted thereafter for
the post-acquisition change in the Group"s share of net assets of the
investees. The consolidated income statement reflects the Group®s
share of the results of operation of the investees.

Unrealised profit and losses resulting from transactions between the
Group and its associates are eliminated to the extent of the Group’ s
interest in the associate, except where unrealised losses provide
evidence of an impairment of the asset transferred, in which case they
are immediately recognised in the income statement.

Investments in securities

Inventories

Inventories are stated at the lower of cost and net realisable value.
Cost of raw materials includes cost of purchases computed using the
weighted average method. Cost of work-in-progress and finished goods
includes cost of materials, direct labour and an appropriate proportion
of production overheads, which have been incurred in bringing the
inventories to their present location and condition.

Statutory public welfare
fund can only be used for the collective welfare of the Company’ s and its
subsidiaries’ employees such as the construction of staff quarters. This
fund is non-distributable other than in liquidation.

General reserve
The Company, with approval from its shareholders, can make transfer from
retained profits to general reserve.

Upon retirement of the employees, the government agency will pay the retirement
benefits to the employees. During the year, total expenses charged to the income
statement for the retirement benefits of employees amounted to RMB7,018,942 (2003:
RMB7,675,457).

(@ Business risk

During 2004, the antidumping rate of the pencils exported to US was 15.2%,
which was declared by the Department of Commerce (“ DOC” ) in
2002(2003:6.32%). This kind of tax is imposed on the importors of US rather
than on the Company. But there can be some effects on the pencil exportation
of the Company.

(b) Credit risk
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Deposits and cash are placed principally with a group of banks with good credit
ratings. Credit risk on accounts receivable has been accounted for in the
financial statements as accounts receivable are shown net of provision for
bad and doubtful debts.

(¢ Fair value

The fair values of the financial assets and liabilities are not materially
different from their carrying values in the financial statements, except for
unlisted equity investments which are stated at cost less impairment losses,
if any, as explained in Note (15(b)).
